AIRPORT AND CRUISE TERMINAL INFORMATION

CRUISE CHECK-IN

Begins usually between 11:30 a.m. and noon, depending on how the debarkation of the previous cruise goes.  However, you will not be able to go to the cabins until 1:00 p.m. as they will need to finish cleaning them.  Usually there is an announcement on board when you can go to your cabin.  You can drop your luggage off to the cruise porters once the debarkation process is over, which is typically around 10:30-11:00 a.m.

COSTA BUS SHUTTLE SERVICE

Purchase of transfers can be done through Sundancer up to 10 days prior to your sail date; you will need to provide your flight information at the time of purchase.  Flight details are provided to the transportation company to assist in expediting your transfer to the pier.  It is your responsibility to update Sundancer with any changes to your flight schedule to ensure you are met by the transportation company.

Miami Flight Guidelines
To use this service your flights must follow the following guidelines
2/25/11:  Miami – There will be two buses departing at Noon and at 2:00 p.m.

Fort Lauderdale Flight Guidelines
To use this service your flights must follow the following guidelines
2/25/11:  Fort Lauderdale – There will be three buses, departing at 11:30 a.m., 1:30 p.m. and  2:00 p.m.

3/4/11:  We return to the port about 8:00 a.m.  However it typically takes about 2 hours to disembark.  Note for return bus shuttles they recommend your flight depart Miami after 12:00 noon or Fort Lauderdale after 1:00 p.m.

Prior to your cruise you will be met at the airport:
You will be met and assisted by our meet & greet service in the baggage claim area and then escorted to your vehicle for transfer to the port.

The Port of Miami is located approximately 8 miles from Miami International Airport and 25 miles from Fort Lauderdale International Airport. Parking is $20.00 per day (rates subject to change by the Port Authority). The parking facilities in front of terminals B, C and 10 currently accept cash only. 

Southbound - Take I-95 South to Exit I-395 East toward Miami Beach (Exit #2D). Follow signs with steamship logo to Biscayne Blvd (Exit #2A/2B). Port entrance is at Biscayne Blvd. and Port Blvd. (NE 5th Street). 

Northbound - Take US-1 North to I-95 North. Exit I-395 East toward Miami Beach (Exit #2D). Follow signs with steamship logo to Biscayne Blvd (Exit #2A/2B). Port entrance is at Biscayne Blvd. and Port Blvd. (NE 5th Street).

OTHER TRANSPORTATION:


Taxicabs are available at all terminals.  There are various shuttle companies that operate from the Miami International Airport.  Taxicab and shuttle vans are available on the arrival level – level 1, outside the baggage claim area.  Car rental shuttles are available o the departure level – level 2.

Generally speaking, Miami taxis run at metered rates. The meter should always display the fare you are being asked to pay. Meter rates for taxis in Miami are $2.50 for the first 1/6 mile and $0.40 for each additional 1/6 mile. You'll also be charged $0.40 for each minute spent waiting and a $2 fee for rides originating at the airport.   There are also flat rates that apply for fares in a number of regions. For example, rides within Coral Gables range between $14-$19 and fares between the airport and seaport are $24 (plus tip). Flat rates also exist for taxi rides to/from Miami International Airport.   You are also responsible for paying any tolls incurred during your trip and a 15-20% gratuity is customary for good service.

Ft. Lauderdale Airport: Approximately $50 each way.  There are various shuttle companies that operate from the Fort Lauderdale Airport.  On the Fort Lauderdale Airport website it shows shared shuttles to the Port of Miami at $21 (plus tip) by GO Shuttle (formerly Tri County Airport Express).

Parking Options for Port of Miami:

There is no Valet Parking at the POM.  Due to security precautions Car/Shuttle rental company facilities are not located on the Port of Miami premises.  Parking is available in facilities located in front of individual cruise terminals. No reservations are required to park at the Port of Miami. Long-term parking for a regular vehicle occupying a single space is $20 per day. Short term parking is $7.00 if you are coming to see someone off but, not intended for overnight parking. Our cruises would fall under Long Term Parking.  Rates will vary for larger vehicles (ie., oversized vans, recreational vehicles and vehicles with trailers).   If the vehicle is over 20’ in length then an additional $20.00 is added per day.  Therefore, these larger   (ie., oversized vans, recreational vehicles and vehicles with trailers) cost $40.00 per day and all oversized vehicles can only park in Lot #2.  Currently garages C, G, J, and Lot # 2 accept either cash, credit (Visa, MasterCard, American Express only), or any major U.S. Travelers check. 

The Port of Miami currently has 3 Parking Garages available for Cruise passengers.  The total capacity now available is 5,871, with 56 dedicated to the handicapped and 7 to passengers with young infants.  The top floor is open to air at each Garage.  There is also one outside Parking Lot available as well. 

The Seaport also offers a Shuttle Service for cruise passengers, one of which is wheelchair accessible.  The Shuttle will pick you up at the Parking Garage/Lot and take you to the appropriate Cruise Terminal location.  The Port of Miami prides itself on our customer service and its visitor's safety. Group Hotel – Sheraton (formerly Wyndham)
