FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS

Prior to your cruise you will receive Costa’s Travel Document Booklet.  Please refer to this for answers to many questions.  If there is a discrepancy in the information provided below please refer to the Costa Travel Document Booklet.

BEFORE YOU CRUISE, BOARDING & LUGGAGE

What documents are required to go on a cruise?

In addition to the travel documents delivered by Sundancer (your travel agency) such as your cruise ticket, boarding form, and luggage labels, each Guest must bring an identity document valid for foreign travel in all countries included in the itinerary: identity card or passport, depending on one's nationality and the destination of the cruise. Guests must ensure that they have the required visas and that their travel document is valid.  Guests without proper travel documents will not be allowed to board the vessel and no refund of cruise fare will be given to any Guest failing to bring such documentation.  

If you do not have a valid passport, and you need to be flown from one of the ports back to the US, you cannot do so without a valid passport.  Definition of valid passport: Must be a 10 year passport (5 years for children) valid for at least 6 months beyond the date of the return to your home country. What is the benefit of the Web Check-in?

The Web Check-in allows you to complete the boarding forms calmly at home and find all the information you need without any hassle, with the benefit of knowing that the data entered is correct.

How do I access Web Check-in? 

Web Check-in is available on the Costa Cruises official website. To access the Boarding Form, simply enter your surname and booking number. This information allows you to proceed with completing the form.

Will the Boarding Forms I have completed online be sufficient to board the ship?

No, in addition to the forms you have completed online, on the day of departure you will also have to present the required travel document (ID card or passport, depending on the destination). Make sure that each Guest's travel documents are valid for the whole period of the cruise.

What are the embarkation procedures?

To finalize your embarkation and begin your cruise will take only a few small steps. Simply complete the embarkation forms and check-in online using the "Web Check-in" service available through the "Already booked" page. Then print the documents and bring them with you to the port with your passport and cruise tickets.  Check-in starts at 11:30 am and boarding is at 1:00 pm  Final boarding is one hour prior (8:00pm).  We sail at 9:00 pm.  But please note that our Welcome Aboard Dance will be at 6:00 pm.

Luggage.

All items of luggage will be x-rayed before being brought on board. You should keep any valuables, personal belongings, medicines, cameras or delicate items in your hand luggage.  If the journey includes a flight, check the baggage allowance stated on the ticket.  For security reasons, Guests are required to unlock their suitcases at the pier prior to giving them to the porters.  Note that claims for luggage loss or damage must be made in writing to the Director of Administration or Pier Manager PRIOR to leaving the disembarkation pier.  

What are the luggage labels for?

The labels will be used, when boarding, to identify and delivering the luggage to your cabin. The labels you'll receive on board, at the end of your cruise, will make it easier for you to leave the ship by showing the order of priority.

How is luggage handed over when boarding and leaving the ship?

To avoid you having to move around the ship with your suitcases, a simple labeling system allows luggage to be handled by Costa staff both on departure and when you leave the ship. Pushchairs, valuables and personal items should be carried as part of your hand luggage.

Can I bring food or drink on board?

No food or drink purchased on land may be brought aboard when boarding the ship. Any local products (such as alcohol)  purchased during excursions may be handed to Costa staff for safekeeping and collected before disembarking at the end of the cruise. All ships in any case provide generous buffets and drinking water dispensers, with both cold and hot water to prepare teas and infusions at any time of the day. Cocktails, specialty coffees and a wide range of drinks can be purchased on every deck and in all the bars.

CABINS

What are the Stateroom’s like?  

Beds are standard twin beds.    Beds convert into queen-size.  If you want your beds put together, just ask your stateroom steward and he or she will take care of that for you. 

Every Costa guest is assured of comfortable accommodations. All staterooms have air conditioning, carpeting, ample drawer and closet space, private facilities (shower, basin and toilet), direct dial telephone, mini-bar, safe deposit boxes, hair dryer and color television showing first-run films. Costa’s Super Liners all feature staterooms above ocean level for a more comfortable cruise.  Electrical:  220/110 volts-60Hz.   For safety reasons, no electrical appliances can be brought on board, with the exception of battery chargers (for mobile phones, video cameras, cameras, PCs and MP3 players) and electric razors.

Complete valet services including laundry, pressing and dry cleaning, can be arranged through your stateroom steward/stewardess and billed to your shipboard account.  (Note:  irons are not permitted in the staterooms.)

Inspect your stateroom and report any complaints immediately to the information desk and your stateroom steward or stewardess.  Please let Sundancer know if you do not get results.

How can I find my way around the ship?

Finding your way on Costa ships is easy thanks to the welcome meeting held at the beginning of the journey, the many maps provided on every floor and the mini pocket map you'll receive with your Costa Card.  But the most enjoyable way is undoubtedly to visit the whole ship.

Is cabin service available?

To receive breakfast in your cabin and treat yourself to a really enjoyable morning you just need to complete the special menu and hang it on the outside handle of your door in the evening before going to sleep.  Snacks may be ordered 24 hours a day with a simple phone call. Note that these are provided for an extra charge and that a service charge of 15% is payable on orders of wine and drinks.

CLOTHING, WHAT TO PACK

What clothing do I need to bring on the cruise?

During the cruise, you are free to dress as you wish: the atmosphere on board is informal and casual. Clothing must however be suited to the environment, season, destination or occasion, such as a gala dinner or an excursion. It can be hot this time of year.  Average temperatures in the past the end of February and beginning of March have been highs in the mid to upper 80’s with lows in the high-60’s to mid 70’s.   Casual attire and resort wear is the order of the day, both on board and ashore.  Shorts, slacks, sundresses, blouses, etc. are fine for women.  Clothing for men is just as casual.  If you plan on working out, don't forget some gym clothes.  You should bring a pair of rubber-soled sandals or sneakers to wear on deck and a pair of good walking shoes.  Inexpensive aqua (water) shoes are great for the beach and boating as well.  Plan to bring your dance shoes.  It is also recommended to bring gel inserts or padding for your dance shoes as some of the floors are marble or Plexiglas and this would provide extra cushion.  Another suggestion is to bring earplugs.  I have always brought them, but never needed them, but you never know!  We highly suggest bringing along a sweater, shawl or jacket for cool evenings and cool air conditioning in the dining room and lounges.  Inexpensive rain gear (also doubles as a great windbreaker) or a small umbrella is also a good idea in case of a sudden shower.  You might want to bring a couple of swimsuits, so you will have one that is always dry.  

There will be two formal nights (men may choose from tuxedos or suits and ladies wear evening or cocktail dresses), two informal nights (men are suggested to wear sports coat and ladies wear resort attire), and 3 casual nights (Men may dress more comfortably in sports shirts or polo shirts and slacks, ladies wear casual resort attire, sundresses, slacks or capris). For the evening meal, no shorts, tank tops, t-shirts or jeans are typically allowed in the dining room (even if it says the dress code that night is “casual”). 

Also, your Costa “Daily Program” will inform you if the ship is having any specific dress code themes.  Closer to sailing Sundancer will advise you of any theme dances.

What should I wear for excursions?

For excursions on land, we recommend you wear casual clothing and comfortable shoes without heels. If the trip includes visits to religious sites, we recommend you wear appropriate clothing.  You'll receive large and soft beach towels to take with you on beach excursions. Note that you will be charged a pretty penny for these if you don’t return them to your cabin.

Do I have to bring a towel for swimming on board?

Towels are also available around the ship, close to the swimming pools and the gym. You can use these to lie on the sun beds, for showering and on the equipment.  

COMMUNICATION

Can telephone calls be made from the ship?

Telephone calls can be made directly using the satellite telephone provided in your cabin. For information about the cost of the satellite service contact the Information/Customer Services Office. Furthermore, thanks to an agreement between Costa Cruises and TIM Italia, GSM-type cover is available on all ships in the fleet which allows mobile phones to be used on board. The service is available to customers of TIM or operators who have an international roaming agreement with TIM.

Can you surf the net on board?

On every ship in the fleet you’ll find an Internet Point with satellite connection to the web, for which you can pay using your Costa Card.  You can check your mail, write emails and chat to your friends. This is available on selected ships only.  If you have a laptop or PDA, you can take it on holiday with you and make use of the new Wi-Fi Internet connection in all public areas, pool decks and cabins.  You can simply choose among our pre-paid tariff plans that you will be able to view onboard or pay for the minutes of connection you use through your onboard bill at the end of the cruise. Throughout the duration of the cruise, you can add more credits to your card whenever you wish.   $.50 per minute usage fee (subject to change), and they usually offer various minute packages at a reduced rate.

DINING:

If you're looking for the finest cuisines and pastries on the big blue seas, Costa's Atlantica would be the ideal ship for you. During your cruise you're guarantee to have the ideal sailing experience ever. If you're craving a wide variety of entrees, you'll probably be interested in the Botticelli Buffet. If you're interested in the fine restaurant scene you'll find yourself inquiring about the Tiziano Restaurant. And for those who are crazy about the Cafe type atmosphere, the Caffe Florian would draw your attention. If your appetite shifts into 3rd gear around 3am, our 24-Hour Room Service will help you "calm the storm".

In addition to the restaurants mentioned above, the Costa Atlantica also features free continental breakfast available by room service every morning, buffet breakfast and lunch available on deck, afternoon pizza and tea, midnight buffets available some nights, and late night snacks.

What is the Magnificent Grand Buffet?

The Magnificent Grand Buffet is an exceptional encounter with the best cuisine.  All cruise Guests are invited to the Magnificent Grand Buffet, which is held in a specific area of the ship depending on itineraries and seasons. Bring your camera because it'll be an unforgettable experience.

What about special diets?

Costa Cruise Lines can provide our guests with the following special dietary needs: Vegetarian, Low-Cholesterol, Low-Fat, Low-Carbohydrates, Low-Sugar, Gluten Free and Bland.  Kosher meals are not available onboard.  If you have food allergies, please advise your dining staff once onboard.

OTHER

What is the “Today Daily Program”?

This is the on-board newsletter delivered to your cabin every evening. It will keep you informed about activities planned for the following day and provide you with useful numbers, ship departure times, the time zone of your destination and lots of other useful information.

Information Desk (also referred to as Purser’s Desk). 

The main objective of the Purser's division is to provide guests with a positive cruise experience. Guest satisfaction is their goal in everything they do, especially:

Greeting and assisting guests with their individual needs; responding to guest questions, requests, comments, or complaints; taking responsibility for all money, transactions, lost or found articles, mail, and onboard printing; and obtaining proper clearance for the ship with Port Authorities.

The Information Desk will assist you with any tours or with any general concerns.  Guests can buy stamps at the Information Desk and can mail letters at the drop-off box at the Information Desk.  Guests can also cash traveler’s checks here.

How can I pay for purchases made on board?

For your convenience, Costa uses a cashless system on board.   Personal checks are not accepted or cashed. Cash advances on credit card are not available on board.  Just use your Costa Card to make all payments, for which you will sign a proper receipt. The expenses will be charged directly to your cabin account, which you will settle at the end of your cruise. You can pay in cash, leaving a deposit per person at the start of your cruise ($150.00 per person and if your onboard expenses exceed the amount deposited a new cash deposit will be required), or use a credit card, which you will have to register within 48 hours of boarding or you can use the automatic system that lets you register your credit card at anytime! Once you are aboard this is used to purchase anything you might need aboard ship – soft drinks, alcohol, specialty restaurant meals, golf packages, gift shop purchases, spa purchases, shore excursions, photographs, dry cleaning and laundry services, Internet Services, etc.   Alcohol purchased in the gift shop or on shore will be held for you until disembarkation.  Please note that a hold will be placed on your credit at the beginning of the cruise as a deposit for on board purchases.  This will reduce the amount of available credit on your credit card.  The hold will be released and actual charges will be billed at the end of the cruise.  On the last night you will have an itemized billing of all your charges under your stateroom door.  These charges will be billed to the credit card you gave the cruise lines at the beginning of your cruise, unless at the end of the cruise you make arrangements at the information desk to pay with another credit card, US dollars or traveler’s checks, or a combination thereof.   Any remaining cash funds will be returned in cash to the Guest.  You can also request a copy of your interim itemized bill at any time from the information desk, or view your itemized bill on the Interactive TV in your stateroom.  This is a good idea so you can catch any unauthorized charges or mistakes – which sometimes happen.

What credit cards are accepted?

American Express, CartaSì, Visa, Visa Electron and MasterCard credit cards are accepted on board.  Debit cards are no longer accepted.

Can cash withdrawals be made on the ship?

There are no cash dispensers or banks on Costa ships: withdrawals must be made on land before boarding or when stops are made during the cruise.

What is included in my Cruise?

All of our dance workshops and social dance parties.  These are private group events and not part of the regular activities on board – they are just for our group!

For this group sailing gratuities are required to be prepaid.

What type of Entertainment is on board?

SUNDANCER DANCE ACTIVITIES:

Workshops:  Each teacher will usually teach six workshops each. Tentative classes will be Beginner/Intermediate and Intermediate/Advanced in Ballroom and Latin.  Tentative classes will be in Waltz, Night Club Two Step, East Coast Swing, West Coast Swing, Rumba, Salsa and Cha Cha. If time permits, classes in styling and technique and possibly other dances.  Private and semi-private lessons are also available upon request (and for a fee). Please see the instructors directly to schedule them. 

Private Social Dance Parties:  We will have dances on board with our own DJs (for the best dance selections), including mixers, prizes and other surprises for our group.  We try to schedule a dance party daily, depending on the port times.  Dance hosts will be on board for the single ladies! 

You will be issued a name badge which will include our final dance schedule which will need to be worn at all our private dance activities.

We are a small percentage of the total number of passengers cruising.  So we have REQUESTED all the space necessary for our workshops and social dance parties.  BUT the cruise line must consider the needs of other groups and passengers on board, and cannot confirm all of our requests till just prior to sailing.  A Final Dance Schedule will be provided approximately 30 days prior to sailing.

NOTE:  Dances & Workshops will be "Private Parties" only available to our group!  You must book with Sundancer Cruises to participate in our Workshops and Dances.

SHIP ACTIVITIES:

Here are just some of the entertainment and activities you will find onboard on every Costa cruise:

 Costa’s Dance classes – Get in step with everything from fox-trot to hip-hop!

The ship usually hosts a “singles” party so watch for that in your Costa “Today Daily Program”.

Deck & Pool games – A great way to meet other guests and foster friendly competition for a chance to win some cool prizes.

Cooking Demonstrations – Learn the secrets of Italian cooking from the masters!

Italian language classes – Pick up useful phrases in conversational Italian.

Fitness – From the casual fitness enthusiast to the fitness devotee, Costa ships offer state-of-the-art fitness facilities as well as a wide range of conditioning activities including fitness walks, aerobics, stretch and relaxation.

Spa – Select from a-la-carte treatments or personalized packages for massages, facials and herbal wraps. (Additional charges apply.)

Port & shopping lectures – Everything you ever wanted to know about your next port of call.

There are various bands and entertainers on board in various lounges for your listening and dancing pleasure.  You’ll find a variety of entertainment – watch a Broadway style show in the theater, wander into the piano bar, try your luck in the casino or step out to a dance band out on deck. Then you can head to the disco where the DJ spins the hits all night long.  Costa’s bands are known for playing very danceable music for our group!

What Are The Tipping Policies?

Gratuities for this group sailing will be prepaid based on satisfactory services.  Tipping is a personal matter, and your own judgment is the best guide. Onboard currency is the US dollar. Should you wish to change the amount, contact the Information Desk.  Your Stateroom Steward or Stewardess (takes care of your stateroom – cleans stateroom, makes beds, etc) and your Waiters (serve meals in main dining room) make their living entirely from tips.  The total recommended amount for this seven day cruise is $70.00 per person.   Even though your gratuities have been prepaid, you have complete discretion to adjust these gratuities while on board.  Please note most people are not aware that a 15% gratuity is already added to each sale for any drinks that you purchase with your CostaCard.  Be careful not to double-tip.  There is a place on the slip to add any additional tip if you wish to do so.  Also, tipping your Maitre d’ in the dining room is at your discretion, based upon the service you received, and is not included in the above gratuities.  We recommend that you bring sufficient currency in small bills with you.

A soft drink card can be purchased on board at most of the bars.  The nice feature about Costa’s soft drink card (unlike other cruise lines), it also includes  virgin drinks (such a virgin pina colada or strawberry daiquiri), as well as  iced tea (only complimentary with meals), milk shakes with fresh fruit, fresh squeezed citrus fruits and other assorted  juices.  This card is $23.50 per person (subject to change).

What will the temperature be like on board?

The temperature on board is pleasant: however we recommend you wear a warmer item of clothing in all air conditioned environments to avoid any sudden temperature changes between the outside and inside of the ship. In your cabin, you can control the temperature individually by using the thermostat.

Will I be free to use the deck chairs and sun beds on board?

On the external decks you’ll find deck chairs and sun beds available free of charge. You are free to use them at any time and throughout your cruise.

Can I celebrate an occasion on board?

Celebrating a birthday, wedding anniversary or honeymoon on board is a truly special and unique experience. You can book a number of exclusive services online or onboard. When you're on board, you can go directly to the Information Desk.

Will I need to bring money on a shore excursion?

When noted in the shore excursion description, snacks, drinks and even meals are included in the price of that excursion. However, you may want to bring money with you as some excursions stop in areas where you are able to do some souvenir shopping, try the local cuisine food and various other refreshments. These items will be at your own expense.  Tipping is not included in Sundancer’s excursions or the ship’s excursions.

Is there a Casino on board?

On board all Costa ships you'll find a Casino with slot machines, roulettes and gambling tables. Entry is restricted to adult Guests and the establishment is only open while the ship is sailing. Bets may be placed in cash in the on-board currency.

Is it possible to go shopping and participate in an excursion while in port?

Yes. Many of our excursions are only a few hours in duration, leaving you with plenty of time in most ports for shopping, sightseeing or even participating in another excursion. Also, many of our longer excursions include a shopping stop.

What shops will I find on board?

You'll find shops on board with the latest fashions, where you can shop, pick out gifts or buy the souvenir photographs that will be taken of you during your cruise.  The shops are duty free and you'll be able to pay using your Costa Card.  They are closed while in Port.  

Is there a Holy Mass service on board?

All Costa ships have a Chapel where Catholic religious services are held. Holy Mass times are published in Today Daily Program.

Is it possible to smoke onboard?

In the Theatres, Restaurants, Buffet Restaurant (indoor), corridors, halls, lifts and in the stairwells smoking is strictly forbidden.  There are reserved smoking areas in the lounges.  Pipes and cigars may only be smoked in designated areas.  But note: Sundancer has never noticed staterooms smelling smoky as in hotels, nor have any of our 100s of guests ever complained of this problem.  Please note that during our private dance activities we request our guests honor Sundancer Cruises’ non-smoking policy.  For fire and safety reasons please remember to put cigarettes in the ashtrays provided and never throw cigarettes overboard

Does Costa Cruises respect the environment? 

Costa Cruises ships are Europe's first "green" fleet. This commitment is not limited to obtaining certificates and recognitions but translates into real action aimed at protecting the sea and the environment by ensuring sorted refuse collection, reducing energy consumption and promoting environmental education with the participation of the WWF.

Is the water on the ship safe to drink?

Yes. All drinking water is either distilled from seawater or loaded onboard while the ship is in port. Costa adheres to Vessel Sanitation System standards published by the U.S. Public Health Service which conducts inspections of the ship both during its construction and throughout the year to ensure compliance.

Is there a beauty salon?

All Costa ships have a beauty salon where you can touch up your style and perfect your look. Manicures, pedicures, hair cuts, hair styling and, on some of our ships, beard shaving as well.

Is there a wellness centre on board?

You’ll find a wellness centre on all our ships to restore your energy. Choose between our oriental and therapeutic massages and a host of beauty treatments to take care of your body. Enter the magnificent Samsara Spa straight away and discover how you can enjoy a unique physical and spiritual experience.

Does Costa Cruises provide medical assistance?

There is nothing to worry about: all our ships have an infirmary, which is open during the times shown in the Daily Program, and provide a 24-hour medical service available in your cabin.  The ship's infirmaries are equipped to treat minor non-emergency matters.  The infirmary also sells basic medicines.  Guests are responsible for covering the cost of medical visits and medicines.  All doctors are independent contractors.

What happens in the event of rough seas or bad weather?

Our itineraries are planned in order to take clients to the most beautiful and calmest oceans in the world, in the most suitable seasons.  Our ships are designed and built using the latest technologies: thanks to a sophisticated system of vertical stabilizers, sailing is peaceful even in rough seas.  These stabilizers greatly reduce the pitch & roll of the ship.  People who have already travelled on a cruise with us have been surprised by the spaciousness of the interior and the feeling of stability you experience when sailing on our ships.  Some passengers may still experience motion sickness or feel "sea-sick".  The symptoms are generally mild nausea and dizziness (or vertigo). There are a number of over-the-counter as well as prescription medications and non-pharmaceuticals available to help curb the symptoms of sea-sickness. If you think you may be affected, check with your doctor.  If you have motion sickness, we highly recommend purchasing motion sickness arm bands or patches.  These can be purchased at any drug store (ask your pharmacist).  They really work, and allow you to avoid taking any medication.   In any case, sea-sickness tablets are always available from the information/Customer Service Office free of charge for anyone who needs them.

How can I register with the CostaClub?

To register with the Costa Club you need to be 18 year old and have travelled with Costa at least once. 

You can register with the CostaClub online, on board, during the cruise, or by calling the dedicated Members’ number.
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
